There	is	a	non-refundable	fee	of	$45.00	per	student	per	year	required	at	the	time	of	registration.	
Cancelled/Missed	Classes	
When	paying	tuition	by	the	23rd	of	the	month	prior,	YOU	MUST	PAY	FOR	ALL	CLASSES	FOR	WHICH	YOU	
HAVE	REGISTERED.	If	you	know	you	are	going	to	miss	a	class,	you	must	pay	for	it.	Your	dancer	can	do	a	
make	up	class	later.	If	a	class	is	cancelled,	arrangements	will	be	made	for	a	make	up	class.	NO	REFUNDS	OR	
CREDITS	ARE	GIVEN	FOR	MISSED	CLASSES.	You	will	receive	an	email	if	a	class	is	cancelled	and	we	will	let	
you	know	when	the	make	up	for	that	class	will	be.

Northeastern	Ballet	Theatre	and	its	instructors	are	not	liable	for	personal	injuries	or	loss	of/or	damage	to	
personal	property.	Parents,	legal	guardians	of	minors,	students	and	adult	students	waive	the	right	to	any	
legal	action	for	any	injury	sustained	at	the	studio	resulting	from	normal	dance	activity	or	any	other	activity	
conducted	by	students	before,	during,	and	after	class	time.	
Tuition	
Please	understand	that	upon	registration,	a	place	is	reserved	for	you	or	your	child	for	the	entire	year	
(September	through	June).	You	are	responsible	for	tuition	for	that	entire	period.	You	are	also	responsible	
for	the	number	of	classes	you	or	your	child	have	committed	to,	even	if	they	do	not	attend.	If	you	wish	
to	withdraw	yourself	or	your	child	from	a	class,	we	must	have	written	notification	one	month	in	advance.	
Withdrawal	must	occur	within	the	first	week	of	the	month.	There	will	be	no	withdrawals	after	March	1st.	
Tuition	is	paid	either	in	full	monthly	(by	the	23rd	of	the	month	before).	A	10%	late	fee	will	be	charged	if	
payment	is	not	received	by	the	15th	of	the	month.	Checks	may	be	made	payable	to	Northeastern	Ballet	
Theatre.	Returned	checks	will	be	charged	a	$25	fee.	
Dress	Code	
Required	dance	wear	and	dance	shoes	must	be	worn	to	all	classes.	For	girls:	pink	leotards,	pink	tights,	pink	
split	sole	ballet	shoes	for	all	children’s	classes.		Hair	must	be	pulled	up	in	a	bun	and	all	wispies	off	the	face.	
For	boys:	black	sweatpants,	white	t-shirts	and	low	cut	rubber-soled	or	ballet	shoes.	Black	or	navy	shorts	may	
be	worn.	
Classroom	Area/Classroom	Etiquette	
We	require	a	calm	atmosphere	as	students	prepare	for	class.	Please	encourage	siblings	to	read,	color,	or	play	
quietly	while	in	waiting	areas.	Running	or	loud	noise	of	any	kind	is	not	permitted.	We	ask	also	that	adults	are	
respectful	of	classes	in	progress.	We	expect	students	to	be	focused	and	ready	to	learn	when	in	class	and	to	
remain	respectful	and	attentive	towards	instructors	at	all	times.
